2. Minutes of Previous AGM: Circulated by JR prior to meeting and taken as read. Approved and then signed by JR.

3 Financial Report: Statutory accounts for the year ended 31 March 2011 had been prepared by the treasurer, Kate Evans, and the accountants Francis Clark and had been recommended for approval at the AGM by the Board which had met three days before.  JR and Kate Evans took the members through these and answered questions from the meeting.  Julia Vella proposed, Alexandra Woolner seconded, that they be approved.  All agreed.

4 Memorandum & Articles of the Company: Proposed by the Chairman, seconded by Richard Berry,  that Clause 3.6  of the Articles of Association of the Company be altered to read as follows:

“A retiring Director who remains qualified may be reappointed for a maximum of five consecutive terms of office.”  All agreed.

5 Election of Directors:  JR thanked the existing Directors Denny Dormer, Kate Evans, Yvonne Johnson, Jan Petitjean and Jo Thompson for their work.  Jo Thompson had indicated that she wished to resign from the AGM.  All others were prepared to stand, JR and YJ stipulating that they would retire at the next AGM.  The election of all those standing was approved by the meeting.  Karen McCammon indicated that she might be prepared to stand as Director.  It was suggested that she attend a Board meeting and be co-opted by the Board for ratification at the next AGM.  Agreed.

6 Chairman’s Report: JR read a report which listed the initiatives and events of the Company over the past year which included three exhibitions, one art fair, two family art workshops funded by South Hams District Council, West Devon Borough Council and the Elmgrant Trust, and three “artists talking” networking events organised by members Jane Perkins and Jackie Wills.  The Exeter Northcott plinth project had been successfully managed by Jo Thompson who wanted to hand the role on to another member (Jane Perkins later volunteered to take this on).  A fourth exhibition was about to start and it was hoped to organise further exhibitions and art fairs in the next year.  She then thanked Linda Hajdukiewicz for her four years’ sterling work as co-ordinator of Devon Open Studios and presented her with a voucher for £50 to be spent at a studio taking part in Open Studios 2012.
